PROGRAM
he Wexner Israel Fellowship Program was established in

1989 by The Wexner Foundation and Harvard University to enable up
to ten outstanding Israeli government officials to study for a Masters
Degree at the University's John E Kennedy School of Government each
year. The goal of the program is to provide Israel's next generation
of leaders with advanced public management training. Through the
Kennedy School's faculty, curriculum, students and research centers,
Wexner Israel fellows have a rich environment for reflecting on Israel's
policy problems and potential remedies.

STHE WEXNER FOUNDATION

The goal of The Wexner Foundation is to be a source of enduring benefit
to humnankind, with a special commitment toward strengthening Jewish
life in North America and throughout the world.

Along with the Wexner Israel Fellowship, the Foundation sponsors the
Graduate Fellowship Program, which is designed to identify and develop
outstanding professional leadership for the North American Jewish
Community. Additionally, the Wexner Heritage Foundation Program
is an extensive leadership initiative which identifies and trains exceptional
volunteer leaders for North American Jewish life.

BETHE KENNEDY SCHOOL
Harvard's John E Kennedy School of Government serves the public
interest by preparing leaders for service in government and other
institutions in democratic societies, and by contributing to the solution
ofimportant public problems.
The Kennedy School of Government is dedicated to learning through
research, professional education and, systematic and sustained
relationships with the scholarly community and practitioners from
the public and private sectors.

MTHE MASTER IN PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION

DEGREE PROGRAM
The Lucius N. Littauer Master in Public Administration (MPA) degree
program offers experienced professionals an opportunity to learn new




management, policy making and quantitative skills that are practical

and immediately useful. :

m The Mid-Career Program includes approximately 215 students
who, on average, are 38 years old with 13 years of professional
experience.

m Students must have at least five years of experience in the public
service to be considered for admission.

m Tograduate, candidates for the MPA degree must complete an
academic year of course work including at least eight one-semester
courses. :

m Inconsultation with a faculty advisor, students design individual
study plans tailored to their own needs and career plans.

m Approximately half of those participating in the MPA program
alreadyhold advanced university degrees, and each year almost
50% are international students.

m The primary method of instruction at the School is through case
studies. The cases provide the basis for class discussions so that
students have an opportunity to interact with the faculty and express
their own opinions and perspectives to other class members,

m ELIGIBILITY

The Fellowship Program is open to outstanding Israeli government
and municipal officials and professionals in areas of the public sector
such as Bank of Israel, Israel Broadcast Authority, National Insurance
Institute, Ports Authority and others. These officials should:

m haveatleast five years of substantial professional experience in
the public sector or in public interest organizations and be
committed to careers in the public interest;

m haveaprofessional career reflecting significant demonstrated
leadership and the ability to perform well in a rigorous,
interdisciplinary academic program;

m pass a required English examination showing language ability
sufficient to meet Harvard's standards; and

m belikelyto achieve important leadership positions in Israel upon
their return; recipients also obligate themselves to at least three
years of continued service in the Israeli public sector following
completion of the program.

- B AWARDS

The Wexner Israel Fellowship will cover tuition expenses and fees at
the Kennedy School plus health insurance, a book allowance, travel
from Israel, and limited moving costs. The award includes a generous
living stipend. Families with children will receive an additional stipend
per child, per month.

Fellowships will be granted for an 11-month period during which the
Fellows will complete the Mid-Career Master in Public Administration
Program, including the Summer Program and Foundation-sponsored
seminars.

As the hub of the university-wide program in public policy, the Kennedy
School ensures its students access to courses in all the faculties of the
University (Law, Business, Arts & Sciences, Public Health, Medicine)
aswell as to the Massachusetts Institute of Technology and the Fletcher
School of Law and Diplomacy. Fellows will have access to all the resources -
of Harvard University including a curriculum of over 3,000 courses, 10
professional schools, the largest university library system in the world
and a full-time faculty numbering several thousand.

m PROCEDURES

Applications and information are available from The Wexner Foundation
Office in Israel or from the Kennedy School of Government. Applicants
will be required to submit:
Acompleted application form, including personal essays (three copies)
Academic transcripts (one original and two copies)
3 letters of recommendation (one from current professional supervisor)
1 passport picture
- Scores of a recent TOEFL (minimal score 250) must be submitted
with the completed application (check with fellowship office for details).
It is strongly recommended, but not required, that results from a
standardized test such as GMAT or GRE also be submitted.
Completed application, letters of recommendation, and TOEFL scores
are due no later than November 1st.

Finalist iterviews will occur in January. The finalists will be informed
approximately two weeks before the interviews. A reception and
orientation session will be held for the new Wexner Israel Fellows in April.
