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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
between
The Government of the State of Israel
and
The Government of the United Arab Emirates
on

Codéperation in the fields of Improvement and Development of
Science and Advanced Technology



The Government of the State of Israel and the Government of the United Arab
Emirates, (hereinafter “the Parties”)

Further to the “Treaty of Peace, Diplomatic Relations and Full Normalization
between the State of Israel and the United Arab Emirates” signed in Washington, DC
on 15 September 2020 (hereinafter “the Peace Treaty”), and in particular Article 5
thereof;

Recalling the agreed principles for cooperation in the sphere of Science, Technology
and Peaceful Uses of Outer-Space , which were annexed to the Peace Treaty,
acknowledging the important role of science, technology and innovation in the growth
of multiple key sectors and desiring to strengthen joint action and mutual cooperation
in scientific and technological advancement;

Determined to ensure lasting peace, stability, security and prosperity for both their
States and to develop and enhance their dynamic and innovative economies;

Reaffirming their shared belief that the establishment of peace and full normalization
between them can help transform the Middle East by spurring economic growth,
enhancing technological innovation and forging closer people-to-people relations;

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1
Scope
This Memorandum of Understanding (hereinafter “MOU”) aims at strengthening and
developing joint action in scientific and technological advancement, research,
development and innovation, by benefiting from mutual efforts in developing various
technologies, establishing institutional and corporate frameworks for collaboration,
and other areas of mutual interest that are to be discussed and agreed upon hereinafter.




Article 2
This MOU establishes general framework of cooperation in scientific fields agreed by
both Parties in order to achieve sustainable growth. This important scientific
cooperation will enable the growth and advancement of multiple key industries, fields
and sectors of strategic interest, and may do so through multiple means including (but
not limited to) the following:

e Supporting cooperative research projects conducted by scientists of both
countries;

e Supporting joint seminars, symposia and other scientific meetings;

e Collaborative research and development projects.

e Joint scientific, technological, and industrial clusters;

e Knowledge, iP and capdbiiity exchange protocols; and/or .

e Licensing arrangements.

Article 3
Areas of Co-operation
Areas and fields of potential cooperation of scientific - technological research between
the Parties within the framework of this MOU may include, inter alia:

e Agritech: Plant genetics, smart irrigation technology, indoor farming
technologies (vertical farming, aeroponics etc.), I0T systems for farming, big
data analytics, cultured meat, digital and precision agriculture, unique aspects
of arid and semi-arid agriculture.

e Water: Smart water management systems, wastewater recycling, desalination
(membrane technology/reverse osmosis), water distillation technologies for the
production of drinking water.

e Health & Life Sciences: pharmaceuticals, Personalized Medicine (preventative
medicine, genetics-based healthcare), Al-based drug discovery, Al-based
diagnosis, stem-cell transplantation, synthetic biology.

e Transport & Logistics: optimized and real-time logistics and supply chain

management resear ch.



e Energy & Renewable Energy research: storage solutions, smart grid and I0T
deployment, concentrated solar power (CSP), photovoltaic conversion
materials, oil & gas and petrochemicals.

e Artificial Intelligence: Al technologies related to machine learning and data
analytics capabilities.

e Cybersecurity: Cryptography, Cloud Encryption, and Neuromorphic
computing.

e Space Systems: Commercial development of small multi-use satellites, Launch
of opportunities for small satellites, Remote sensing technologies including
data analysis, optics and sensors, Communication technologies, and Space-
related materials development and licensing.

e 4% Jndustrial Revolution (4IR) Enabling Technologies: Smart factories and
manufacturing (deploying 4IR technologies in industry), Machine to machine
control systems, Autonomous robotics, equipment and vehicles, Additive
manufacturing deployed in key industries, and Advanced technology in

industries.

Article 4
Consultations
The Parties may consult each other with respect to any matter arising from or in
connection with the implementation of this MOU. In this regard, the Parties hereby
designate MOU Coordinators (hereinafter, “Coordinators"):
For Israel: The Ministry of Science and Technology, or its successor;
For The United Arab Emirates: The Ministry of Industry and Advanced

Technology or its successor;

Article 5
Implementation
I. In order to facilitate the implementation of this MOU, the Parties shall establish a
Joint Committee (hereinafter, “the Joint Committee"™).
2. The Government of the State of Israel designates its Ministry of Science and
Technology and the Government of the United Arab Emirates designates its
Ministry of Industry and Advanced Technology as their respective competent



authorities for the purpose of implementing this MOU (hereinafter, “the
Competent Authorities*).

3. Each Party shall appoint a high ranking government official as its Co-chair to the
Joint Committee.

The Joint Committee shall:

a) Review the implementation of this MOU and establish Joint Guidelines
for joint research projects and announcing calls for joint research
projects.

b) Examine ways and means of increasing and diversifying cooperation in
the fields of science and technology listed in Article 3 above;

c) Consider and submit proposals with the aim of recommending to the
Parties measures for the dynamic development of scientific-
technological cooperation;

d) Identify problems that hamper bilateral scientific-technological
cooperation and recommend solutions that may help widen access to
their respective markets; and

e) Discuss other matters of mutual interest, as the Parties may deem
appropriate within the parameters of this MOU.

4. The Joint Committee shall meet regularly at a mutually convenient time and place
that will be agreed upon by the respective Competent Authorities. The
communication on this matter shall be transmitted through the Coordinators.

5. Each Party may invite representatives from relevant government ministries,
authorities and agencies to participate in the Joint Committee’s meetings.

6. Representatives of companies, economic or financial groups and enterprises, may
participate in the work of the Joint Committee if required. subject to the approval
of both Parties.

Article 6
Dispute Settlement
Any dispute that may arise between the Parties regarding the application or
interpretation of this MOU shall be settled amicably through mutual consultation or

negotiation.



Article 7
Funding and Resources
The conduct of activities under this MOU shall be funded on terms to be mutually
determined and agreed upon between the Parties and shall be subject to the budgetary
availability of funds and other resources of the Parties.

Article 8
Modifications
1. This MOU may be modified as may be required from time to time by mutual
written consent of the Parties.
2. Any such madification shall form an integral part of this MOU.

Article 9
Entry into Effect

Pursuant to Article 5 of the Peace Treaty, this Memorandum of Understanding shall
enter into effect with the entry into force of the Peace Treaty. This Memorandum of
Understanding shall remain in effect for a period of five (5) years and shall be
automatically renewed for successive periods of five (5), unless one of the Parties
informs the other in writing of its desire to terminate it, at least six (6) months before
the expiry of the first period or any other period of validity.

DONE in Tel Aviv, this day 2 Heshvan, 5781, 3 Rabi Al-Awwal, 1442, which
corresponds to 20 October, 2020, in the Hebrew, Arabic, and English languages, all
texts being equally authentic. In case of divergence of interpretation, the English text
shall prevail.
