A. Section 3.1(a) - InSightec's Product Exclusivity

1. For a period of five years (subject to carly termination as described below), InSightec’s
products (the "Products™) shall only be compatible with GEHC's imaging equipment;
InSightec Affiliates (as defined in Exhibit A to the Cooperation Agreement) shall not
develop or assist to develop compatibility of the Products with any other imaging
equipment, and will resist any regulatory approval process with respect to any such
compatibility.

2. InSightec Affiliates (or persons under their reasonable control or influence) will neither
sell the Products to any customer who intends to use them with non-GEHC imaging
equipment, nor permit any distributor or agent to do so.

However, to the extent GEHC partners with a third party on Off-roadmap Applications (as
defined in section 3.1 to the Cooperation Agreement) using an imaging modality other than
MR, InSightec will be allowed to develop Off-roadmap Applications with third parties, using
imaging modalities other than MR, upon the conditions set out in section 3.1.

B. Section 3.4 - GEHC's First Priority to Quote & Sell to Existing GEHC Customers

Upon the specific arrangements set out in sections 3.5 & 3.6, GEHC shall have the worldwide
first priority right to quote and sell any InSightec product to GEHC imaging customers. This
right will apply only to the customers of which GEHC notified InSightec on a Priority
Customer List provided by GEHC (as defined in Exhibit A to the Cooperation Agreement).

C. Sections 3.1 & 3.8 - FUS Activity Exclusively Through InSightec

GEHC shall engage in the business of designing, manufacturing, selling or marketing medical
equipment dedicated to the use of FUS therapy, exclusively via InSightec and its wholly
owned subsidiaries (section 3.1(b)).



GEHC would be released of this obligation with respect to Off-roadmap Applications, only
using imaging modalities other than MR, under the conditions set out in section 3.1(b)
(GEHC is obliged first to provide InSightec's 90 days to negotiate the opportunity to pursue
such Off-roadmap Application with GEHC).

Similarly, in order to protect GE's right to receive Royalties as provided in section 6.9, during
the Revenue Period (as defined in section 9.3), and subject to exceptions mentioned on
section 9.3, InSightec Affiliates undertook to engage in the business of designing and\or
manufacturing of medical equipment using FUS for the purpose of treatment only through
InSightec and its wholly-owned subsidiaries (Section 9.3).

D. Section 9.4(b) — Limitations on Qutsourcing Manufacturing by InSightec

InSightec shall not outsource manufacturing of IP Sensitive Parts to any Defined Non-Party
(as defined in the Cooperation Agreement).

E. Section 6.2(b) - Exclusive License to Certain Future GEHC Pateni Rights

GEHC granted InSightec an option, subject to conditions mentioned in Section 6.2(b), to
obtain an exclusive license within the FUS Treatment Field of Use (as defined in the
Cooperation Agreement) under those Future GEHC Patent Rights that relate exclusively to
FUS Treatment Equipment using MR with the current product for current applications to
make, have made, use, sell, offer to sell and distribute FUS Products using MR with the
current product for current applications.

F. Section 3.2 — InSightec's Limitations on Appointment of Distributors and Sales
Representatives eic

During the term of the Cooperation Agreement, InSightec shall not license, transfer or
otherwise provide or grant any exclusive or non-exclusive distribution, sales representation or
other marketing, selling, or promotion rights for any product to any third party unless the
conditions set out in sections 3.2-3.3 to the Cooperation Agreement are met.

G. Section 7.17 - No Sales of Competing MRgFUS Products

In addition to the abovementioned provisions, in the event that InSightec proposes to grant
exclusive distribution or acting as a sales agent rights to any third party regarding newly
developed products of InSightec or newly approved applications of existing products,
according to section 3.3 to the Cooperation Agreement GEHC shali have the right of first
negotiation, for such distribution or acting as a sales agent exclusivity subject to certain
conditions. The parties submit that this provision does not impose any limitation on the
business discretion of InSightec as to the identity of its distributor/ exclusive distributor, and
in addition, it is merely a theoretical obligation at this time.

second is the Cooperation Agreement.

2.2, InSightec was founded in 1998 when GE Healthcare (then GE Medical Systems)
and Elbit Medical Imaging Ltd. (which name was later changed to Elbit Imaging
Ltd.) transferred their proprietary technology to the company to enable it to
concentrate on developing the MRgFUS both companies had investigated. Since
then, InSightec has been providing its technology for GE MRIs alone.

The Cooperation Agreement would intensify the cooperation between the parties
in order to enhance the development of InSightec's technology and system. The
cooperation would include, inter alia: a) holding of monthly technology
alignment meetings in order to review mutually beneficial changes to GEHC's
and InSightec's compatible products; b) coordination of filings for regulatory
approvals; ¢) cooperation regarding establishment, implementation and
maintenance of regulatory compliance policies; d) periodical meetings and
conferences; e) holding quarterly telecons and discussions regarding
reimbursement; f) mutual engineering support; g) regulatory audit and
inspection; h) Product roadmap review, including briefing on InSightec’s IP
portfolio and strategy, etc (Sections 4.2, , 4.5, 4.6, 4.7,5.4,5.6).

Following the Transaction, GE will therefore become a significant shareholder in
InSightec, will have a strong foothold in the company jointly with Elbit, will
“inject” large amounts of money to InSightec, which are essential for the
company's operations, and will constitute, together with InSightec, an intensive
cooperation regarding the process of developing and producing its systems. GE
has invested and will invest large funds in this venture, and InSightec and GE
will both invest in this venture knowledge, time and human resources and more,

Under these circumstances, all the abovementioned undertakings are ancillary to
the Transaction, are aimed at preserving the value of the acquired assets and
protecting the parties' investment and efforts with respect to the venture, and are
targeted at enabling the parties to focus their efforts and resources in the project.
Needless to say, that it is highly unreasonable to expect that under the
circumstances of the Transaction, any of the parties would aliow the other to
exploit the mutual efforts in a partnership or in an engagement with a third party.
Additionally, it is highly reasonable to allow GEHC to benefit from its
investments and cooperation in the development and production process through
the commercial terms it would receive as a distributor of the systems.

The terms of the agreement itself, as well as of the specific restraints (mostly
limited for the time of the cooperation) are also reasonable, and do not exceed of
the usual standard for such arrangements.

The restraints also do not give rise to any concern of harm to the competition in
Israel. First and foremost, as was set out in the cover letter to the merger
notification, there is no demand at all in Israel for InSightec's systems.
Accordingly, as the Transaction is not aimed at [srael, the abovementioned
obligations are not aimed at Israel and in fact have no relevance to Israel. For a
detailed reference in this regard please see the cover letter.

Additionally, and beyond what is required based on the lack of relevance of the
Transaction to Israel, the MR industry is fiercely competitive and a number of
large manufacturers compete with innovative products for sales opportunities in
Israel and elsewhere. Tn this regard we would mention that GE's share in the
supply of MRI devices in Israel in the last few years is low to non-existing - GE
didn’t sell any MRI devices in Israel in 2010, had a share of 11% in 2011 and
hasn’t sold any MRI device in Israel in 2012. The Transaction and the resulting,

deepened, cooperation between GEHC and Insightec will enable GEHC to
compete more effectively with its MR rivals, that already own or develop, or
have access to, similar technology, as detailed below.

To date, only very few end users have equipped MRIs with MRgFUS devices.
By way of example, GEHC estimates that around 1% of GE MRI machines
installed have been coupled with MRgFUS devices. Only 2 GE MRI machines
installed in Israel have been coupled with MRgFUS devices (and as was
mentioned above - there is practically no demand in Israel for more of these
devices).

It is important to note that the Cooperation Agreement does not lead to material
changes to the manner in which [nSightec operates today. As noted, it has to date
only provided MRgFUS devices for GEHC MRI machines, a cooperation that
will continue and deepen as a result of the Transaction. Moreover, GEHC
understands that two of its global rivals in supply of MRI devices, Philips and
Siemens (through its partnership with Haifu, a Chinese corporation), have
themselves developed or otherwise have access to similar technology.

Moreover, as can also be learned from the cover letter, the cooperation between
the parties, the ancillary restraints are an inseparable part of, is expected to
contribute to the welfare of the customers and patients,
