In fact, only one of the Atecs companies (Demag) enjoys local turnover meeting
the filing thresholds of the Law and regulations. However, since it might be
argued that the series of transactions that are the subject of this Notice constitute
a singular transaction, the parties are filing these Notices out of an abundance of
caution.

We also note for the sake of completeness that Siemens had rather high market
shares in 1999 (exceeding 50%) in the area of steam turbines. However, this is
due to the particular structure of the steam turbine market. Sales are carried out
on the basis of public tenders, and these tenders take place on a rather infrequent
basis (e.g,, once a year). Accordingly, if a contract is awarded to a company for a
particular project, the winning company will enjoy high market shares. The high
market shares, therefore, do not bear the same significance as they might in
“other” markets. For each new tender, all competitors have, in principal, the
same prospects of winning the tender. A supplier who has not sold steam
turbines in the preceding year has the same chances to be awarded the contract as
any other bidder. Conversely, a supplier with a high market share in the previous
year might remain unsuccessful in the subsequent tender and its market share
might be reduced to zero.

Moreover, not many turbines are sold into Israel in any given year. If, therefore
one manufacturer is awarded a contract in one year, (a) its market share for that
year mncreases dramatically, and (b) it is not assured of repeat sales in Israel the
following year.
